Every year, along with the same group of friends, | walk the North Norfolk Coastal Path which
covers about 90 miles of coastline from Hunstanton in the west to Happisburgh and beyond in the
east. The scenery ranges from cliffs through wild salt marshes, bird sanctuaries, stunning
beaches and great pubs in the small towns and villages along the route.

What is obvious to us all is that every year, large chunks of the coastline collapse into the sea — in
fact two stretches have eroded by 20-30 metres in the last 3 years. The erosion is relentless.

My  curiosity and
affinity with this coast
led me to study this
rugged yet highly
vulnerable part of the
UK and particularly
Happisburgh but
photographing the
area has its
challenges of
recording both the
environmental  and
personal tragedy that
+ continues unabated.
It has been a
privilege to meet a
number of residents
who are directly
involved in fighting to
create awareness
